! The Solemnity of the Holy Trinity is a feast that
}(@)‘ only makes sense to Christians. It celebrates a
J doctrine and a belief that is considered heretical,
for example, by Jews and by Muslims. Those
other two branches on the family tree of our
faith tradition do not accept the idea that Jesus was truly
God as well as human, nor do they recognize the Holy
Spirit as a distinct member of the godhead.
It might be appropriate, then, to include in the general
intercessions today prayers for our Jewish and Muslim
brothers and sisters who share our belief in the one true
God, even if they do not share our understanding of the
God as a trinity of persons.
If God is a community of persons and if we are to share
God’s life, then we are called to promote the unity of all
humankind. The Father created us all. The Son came for
the salvation of all. The Spirit of God is a spirit of unity
and love. How can we honour this God if we do not imitate
God’s love for all and God’s will that all be saved?
